MEETING TOPIC:  New Jersey’s Mills:  Whatever Happened To Them?
In the mid-1800s more than a thousand mills in New Jersey relied on the power provided by rivers and streams to move their machinery.  These grist, saw, and cotton/woolen mills satisfied the needs of local residents for sustenance, shelter and clothing.   Over the following decades, improved transportation in the form of railroads and better roads along with the availability of electricity resulted in water-powered mills being replaced by more efficient factories. The destruction of many mills by flood or fire was also a major factor in their disappearance.
While only a relatively small number of these mills survive there are many reminders of our mill heritage in town names such as Millburn, Millington, Blackwell Mills and Grover’s Mills.  There are even a few mills that still produce flour, cider and lumber as they did in centuries past.  In most instances however the mills that remain have been converted to other uses such as residences, inns and businesses while others have been left to deteriorate leaving only their skeletal remains.
Speaker Phil Jaeger will contrast the current and past state of many of these mills in the PowerPoint program, “New Jersey’s Mills: Whatever Happened to Them?”  For the few mills that are still operating, a brief explanation of the technology involved will be given.
Mr. Jaeger, a retired mathematics teacher, is a frequent speaker on historical topics such as the Passaic River, Morris Canal and Castles of New Jersey.  A resident of Cedar Grove, he is currently a trustee of the Cedar Grove Historical Society.  He is the author of books on Montclair and Cedar Grove, both in the Images of America series.
