MEETING TOPIC:  Eight things Vital to understanding the history of New Jersey most people don’t know, and if they do, they will probably never tell you.

Theodore Hagios from Flemington will speak to the Tewksbury Historical Society on Sunday, January 20, 2008 at 1 p.m.  He will enlighten us on these eight basic items so that we can understand our NJ history better.


When asked about his own background, he responded that he graduated from Brown University.  He became a naval aviation weatherman trained at Lakehurst.  This is where they specialized in lighter than air blimps.  This is where he was escorted personally through the Hidenberg by Dr. Hugo von Eckner, skipper of the Hidenberg, which exploded over Lakehurst on May 16, 1937.  He was the last man to be drafted into the US Navy from New Jersey in World War II and he served in the Western Pacific during World War II.  He worked for the NJ State government Department of Transportation and bought real estate for highways.


Mr. Hagios is a great presenter and tells historical “goings on” very well.  This will indeed be a treat for the Society on January 20th.  Please come!!

GRANT

It is again with a great deal of pride that we announce the receiving of a grant to the Tewksbury Historical Society from the Howard Bayne Fund in New York.  The Board of Directors of the Fund voted to award $ 1,000 to the Society.  This is the 10th year in a row that we have received a $ 1,000 grant from the Bayne Fund thus totaling $ 10,000 to date.  We are very grateful to the Fund and their Board of Directors for making these annual grants.  The Howard Bayne Fund is a private foundation and awards grants only to organizations that are classified by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) as public charities.  The Tewksbury Society meets all State of NJ and IRS requirements as a registered, not-for-profit charity.
LORD & TAYLOR BENEFIT BASH
The Society received its share of the Lord & Taylor Benefit Bash door ticket sales, which amounted to $ 149.  This was in addition to the $ 315 worth of tickets which the Society sold bringing our net to $ 464.

ART SHOW UPDATE
We regret there was an error in the last newsletter regarding the income from the art show.  The income from the 2007 show was $ 54,874 – the largest show in all our 18 years of having them.  Congratulations to our Art Show Co-Chairs Alice Walters and Kathy Halsey and the Committee.  Progress is in motion for the 2008 Show.
